Emergency Overview:

Possible physical irritant from dust particles.  Potential for dust explosion.  White powder. 

Eye:  Particulates may scratch eye surfaces and cause mechanical irritation.

Prohibit levels below the stipulated exposure limits.  Prohibit smoking and open flames.  Avoid sparks or other sources of static electricity.  Minimum ignition temperature of dust cloud-approx. 390C. Minimum explosive concentration-approx. 62 mg/l.  Minimum energy to ignite cloud by electrical spark-approx. 0.0445 joules.
